TOTALLY TURTLES

Over the course of 230 million years, turtle evolution has resulted in very interesting
defenses! You probably know that all turtles have a bony shell covered with scales or
leathery skin, but did you know some turtles, like the Eastern musk turtle (a k.a. stinkpot),
defend themselves by releasing a smelly musk? Others, like the common snapping turtle,
have developed a fearsome bite. Several species escape predators by camouflaging with
their surroundings.

HOLY MOLY ROLY POLY

Pill bugs (you may know them as roly poly bugs or doodle bugs) have the word “bug’ right in
their name, but these interesting creatures are actually land-dwelling crustaceans related to
lobsters, crabs and shrimp. They even breathe with gills. In this take-home activity, you will
investigate some innate behaviors (instincts) of pill bugs.
